I can do it.  My French class is fairly easy, but my vocabulary is still too small to be able to read texts, but I have the advantage of having heard it day in and out with th Goldenbergs!  So I am thankful for that.  Basically, the purpose of the course is to hone pronunciation and the verb structures, and daily evnets, like the grocery store, and going to the bank.  At the end of the course is a field trip to Straßbourg, another city, not a town, on the Rhine.  Museums, and parks, I am hoping to find a hobby shop!  Also I will have a certificate, either the first through the third level.  The teacher makes that decision, but I stay after class, ask questions, and discuss the finer points with him, so maybe all of the buttering up will work?  What else?  That’s about all, I sent Susan a letter, and Andrew will eventually get something for his birthday!  I hope everyone is ja’ll are doing good, and rooting for me!  There are actually alot of people here who speak teo languages very well, the school for translaters is here, and I am going there tomorrow to feel it out, and see what they have to offer.
