My experiences include mono-toed ungulate both domestic and wild.  I was the student assistant to the Director of the Heidelberg Zoo while I was at school in Germany.  At the same time I was a scientific assistant in the (Human) pathology lab.  My studies in Kenya included buatric diagnosis and small animal care with Dr. Mwangi and Fazil in Mombassa.  While there I was also able to observe the fruit bat population, as well as do littoral studies every other day.  I studied the insect fauna on the German Alps from 2001 until 2004 unofficially while working at three different horse stables, one of which was a registered PRE (pura razza espaniola) breeding station.  I was a frequent visitor to the Bavarian State Breeding Stable, which was near where I lived.  I have studied general zoology, biology, and veterinary medicine for the past 13 years independently.  As I was in Nairobi, I was drawn to the East African Wildlife Society, where I befriended the director there, by the name of Mr. Hadley Becha.  Mr. Becha was kind enough to allow me to observe the conservation efforts of the Colobus monkey near Mombassa.  It was interesting to see how the habitat had been created and changed for them, so that encroachment by the growing tourist trade was for the time being put into check.  Mr. Becha also allowed me to evaluate a joint UN/EAWS project concerning a crab farm near one of the island villages of Mombassa.  There I was able to meet with the director, and gain an understanding of the workings of both UN projects and marine ecology and farming.
