Put the motorcycle on a stand so the rear wheel
has ground clearance. Make sure it's steadily
positioned and will not fall over.

A WARNING!

1. It's advisable to have an Ohlins dealer or other
qualified person to fit your shock absorber.

2. Instructions in the vehicle service manual are
to be followed when changing the shock ab-
sorber.

3. When working on a lifted vehicle it must be
securely supported to prevent it from falling.

Loosen the lower and the upper attachment of
the original shock absorber and remove it. Back-
wards and out to the right above the right swing.
